Voting Requirements 
 

• Only Delaware voters registered with the Democratic and Republican parties may vote in their party’s primary election. 
 

• Voter Registration Deadlines for State Primary Election: 
• Friday, May 24, 2024 - Party Change Deadline for existing Delaware voters to change their party affiliation to Democratic to vote in Delaware’s 

Democratic Party State Primary Election and for existing Delaware voters to change their party affiliation to Republican to vote in Delaware’s Republican 
Party State Primary Election  

• Saturday, August 17, 2024 - Deadline for new voters to register to vote in order to vote in the State Primary Election. 
 

• Special Notice Regarding Voters Who Were Automatically Registered to Vote at DMV (AVR Voters): 
AVR Voters may choose a political party through the day of the FIRST Primary Election following their automatic voter registration at 
DMV in order to vote in that Primary Election. Only voters registered as “No Party – AVR” may change their party on Primary Election 
Day in order to vote in the State Primary Election. For more information on Automatic Voter Registration, visit https://de.gov/avr. 
 

• You will be asked to present identification before you vote at an Early Voting Site during the Early Voting period or at your assigned 
polling place on Primary Election Day. 
 

• If you do not present identification, and you are at an Early Voting Site during the Early Voting period or your assigned polling place on Primary Election Day, 
Election Officers will verify your voter registration information. When your voter registration is confirmed, you will be permitted to vote after completing an 
Affidavit of Affirmation of Voter Identity. 

Voting Options 
 

• Absentee Voting (if you are eligible, includes permanent absentee voting): 
You may vote by absentee ballot if you are unable to appear at your assigned polling place on Election Day 
for a reason permitted by State law. You may apply for an absentee ballot at https://ivote.de.gov, or by 
completing and submitting an absentee ballot application available at https://de.gov/AbsenteeApp,  
or by calling your county elections office for an absentee ballot application to be sent to you. 
• The last day absentee ballots requested will be mailed is Friday, September 6, 2024. 
• Your voted absentee ballot must be returned to your county Department of Elections office by 8PM 

Election Day, Tuesday, September 10, 2024.  
• Absentee Ballots cannot be returned to Early Voting Sites or Polling Places. 

 

• Early Voting at an Early Voting Site prior to Election Day:  
You may vote in person at any Early Voting Site in your county of residence.
